Reporting to the Food Operations Manager and Shift Leaders, Concessions Staff will be an 
energetic, dedicated and driven individual responsible for assisting in food sales, food prep, and 
customer service at the Festival's nightly events. This is a fast-paced food operation and requires 
an individual that can multitask and thrive in a fast-paced environment. This is a part-time, 
seasonal position with scheduling flexibility.
